INSTALLATION
STRAP MOUNTING
1. Knock out 7/s" power entry hole on top of unit.
2. Mount the unit securely into place. Install four (4) screws. Fasten each strap with an appropriately sized screw or mounting bolt (not
supplied) through each hole and into the mounting surface/wall. Each fastener must be securely
in place to properly support the unit.
3. Open the unit by unscrewing the two (2) lens screws and (2) cover screws. Let cover assembly hang on tether.
4. Install conduit bushing.
5. Connect DC for 6V, 12V or 24V DC service.
6. Close cover and secure cover SCrews.
7. Position lamps/heads to provide best lighting distribution. Manually rotate or twist head to desired position.
8. Close lens and secure with (2) screws.
JUNCTION BOX MOUNTING
1. See1, 3, 4above.
2. Knock out appropriate mounting hole in back of base.
3. Install gasket over mounting holes.
4. Mount base to junction box.
5. See 5-8above.
MAINTENANCE
1. Clean lens on a regular basis.
